Prior to terminating contact with Jason Rios, IO asked if he
had other communicatiens with students claiming to attend
Columbine High School. Jason Rios responded in the affirmative.
When asked to identify those individuals, Jagon Rios provided IO
with the following list of names. The names were identified as
"Liz, Stacy, L.V. (female), Natalie, Vanessa, and Chris
McCanistor." Through additional gquestioning, Jascn Rios stated
none of the forenamed individuals claimed to have in any way
participated in the incident or had knowledge of any future events
which might possibly occur. IO subsequently concluded his contact
with Jason Rios.

On the same date at approximately 1350 hours, I0 returned to

the command post and checked the master school roster which
ineluded student, staff and faculty information. Upon review of
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those documents, 10 was unable to identify any student, staff or
faculty member by the name of Jim Rosadale. In addition, IO was
unable to locate any gstudent, staff or faculty member by the name
of chris McCanistocr. In addition, IO was unable to identify an
student, staff or faculty with the initials L.V.

On the same date at approximately 1352 hours, IO received a
FAX from Jascn Rios. I0 subsequently reviewed the FAX, which
appeared to be ¢onsistent with the information supplied to IC by
Jagon Rics. See the aforementioned three-page FAX for complete
details. 1I0 would note upon reviewing the FAX, it appears asg
though Jason Rics uses the designation MCFROBESL(Q as his identifier
when on-line, while the person identifying himself as Jim Rossdale,
uses the on-line name SHORTBLISS. IQ did complete a Information
Contrcl Sheet requesting follow up by a computer specialist in
order to identify the true identity of the perscn previously
raferred to as Jim Rossdale/on-screen name SHORTBLISS.

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At approximately 1290 hours on Q04/20/%9, I was advised that
the Arvada Police Department was raceliviily reports a shooting had
raken place at Columbine High School, located in south Jefferson
County, near the interseccicn of 5. Piarce St. and 2owles Ave. The
shooting was keing reportad as invelving students and theres were
reports Toiat there wers many victims currently being evacuated from
the school and/or transperted to local hespitals. Shortly after
this, I was informed by Cmdr. Grainger at the Arvada Police
Department that the Jeffergon County Critical Incident Team had
been pur on standby based upcon information indicating local SWAT
Teams wers praparing to entar the school in order to take the
two gunmen into custady.

Approximacely twenty minurces lacar, I was advised that tae
Critical Incident Team had been reguestad to respond Lo the command
post set up in the vicinity of the school and stand by to see if
the team weulid be nesded latesr in the aiteraocn.

I responded to Danny Clemments Park which is locatad at
W Bowles Ave. and 8. Pierce St., in Jefferson County. This park
is located directly to the north of Celumbine High School. TUpeon my
arrival, I met with other jinvegtigacors and found police officers
from varisus jurisdictions waiting ia ghe vicinitcy of the <command
post o be given assignments. As tie nex:t few minures progressed,
T was instructed that the members of the Jefferson County Critical
Incident Team would be held in reserve, walcing to see 1f officers
and/or members of the SWAT Teams currantly inside the school became
involwved in a shootout with the susgectz. Many other investigators
were being askad to help inzerview wiinssses Irom the scheal.

For the next several hours, we waited at the park while
SWAT Teams checked the scheol f£or the suspects. Later in the
afserncon, we were advised thar the schoeol had been cleared and it
appearad, at this time, as if two of the individuals involwved in
the shocting had been found dead of self-inflicted gunshet wounds.

Based upon this informatisn, we learned the Critzical Incident
Team would be utilized to assisc with interviews or SWAT personnel
and peossibly help process the crime scene. We learmed chart a
School Resource Officer had exchanged gunfire with the two gunmen,
as the scenario begin to play out earxlier in the day. Additionally,
we learned thers had been at least twe Denver SWAT Team members who
had exchanged gunfire with the suspects in the library of the
schocl. The officers invelved in exchanging gunfires were being
taken co an elamentary schoal in the area and half the Critical
Incident Team was going to be utilized to interview these people
and the other half were gcing ©o be utilized to assist with the
investigacion in the school.

While other investigators interviewed cfficers involved in the

incident at the elementary school, I stood by throughout the
remainder of the afterncon and into the evening hours, until
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approximately 2100 hours, when I was relesased for the night and
ragquested to return at 0600 hours on the morning of Q04/21/95.

I axyived at the park at approximatsly 0530 hours, waiting te
he given my assignment f£or the day. At aporaximately 0790 hours,
myself and grher investigators wers raquestad to assist the FBI in
checking wvehicles in a parking lct at the northeast corner of the
park. We were requested to do a visual check of each of the
venicles to see if there were any unusual packages cr devices to be
found, presumably packages or devices which cculd contain or be
bombs. We were also requested to obtain the license plate numbers
and VIN's from all the wvehicles parked in the lot and a
rapresentative of the Colorado Bureauw of Investigation would be
checking these VIN's and license platss to see LI anyene owning
tiese vehicles wers known asscciates of the suspects.

The sweep of the parking lot began at approximately 0700 hours
and was compisted ac 3735 hours At the completion of the sweep,
I reguested Investigators Beatright, Greuhel, Dell and Qfc. Brian
Thempson photograph the parking. tThe film was retained by us and
will be turned over to the Jefferson County Sheriff’s Department at
a later cime.

We then remained at the park until aperoximately 0200 hours,
when we were requestad to do a search of the street and the
park direcciy in front of the school. As a result <f this search,
Inv. R. Reker of the Jefferson County Sheriff's COffice idenuified
and marked few pieces of evidence to be picked up by lab perscnnel
at a latesr time.

I- wasn'tc until approximataly 1200 hours, that we were advised
the bomb crews had completed their search and removal of bombs from
tae building and forensic pecple were preparing to begin the crime
scene investigation. I was assigned to cone of two teams who wers
to assist the FBI and ATF with the investigation of the crime
scenas cutside the school The F3I was assigned the Crime scene
invelving twe students who had been killed at the southwest cormer
cf rhe school and the ATF perscnnel were going to investigate the
crime scene involving the gunfire exchange by the School Resource
Officer and explosive devices which had been detonated in the
parking lot to the south @f the school

Az approximately 1145 hours, we wexe briefed and at 1223
hcurs, the search began with our respensibility being to conduct
grid searches of the schecl parking leots and property surrounding
the school, excluding the crime scene invelving the two students
which the FBI was investigating and the crime sceng involving the
exchange of gunfire and detonation of two explosive devices ATF was
investigating.

The search began with us working the east parking lot of the
school. We went through it on foot, checking for evidence on the
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ground and, as we locatsd this evidence, we marksd it so it could
be picked up by F3I lab persaonnel at a later time. We completed
the search and moved on to the north parking lots and landscaped
areas of the schoel at approximataly 1345 hours, where we did the
same thing, identifying and marking potential evidence in those
locations. We cemplsted this job at approxXimately 1305 hours and,
as we meved ce the west side, where we completsd a sweep of some
grassy areas and parking lots thers.

At approximately 1510 hours, I was contacted by Agent Ron
Knight of whe FBI. He informed me his investigation was taking
much longer than he had anticipated and rsquested we assisc
ATF witgh the investigatien in the south parking lotc Afzer mesting
winn ATF persconnel, our responsibility was againa £o do a grid
search of the parking lot to help identify physical evidence that
tneyv had not yer identified and marked. They also requested
agsistance in picking up the evidence, at which time I assigned
Inv Rick Resker of the Jefferson County Sheriff‘s Department for
that purpese. Wich the assistance of the ATF personnel, the
parking lors were searched, evidence was identified, collected and
recorded and photographs were taken of the parking lot areas and
all of the wehicles involved. Additionally, we identified che
license plares and VIN's of all the vehicles present and turned
tnis informarnion over to the Colorade Bureau of Investigation
persconnel who would check it against the list of known associates
of the suspects and provide the informaticn to the Jefferson County
Sherifif s Department.

Our investigarion concluded at approximately 1830 hours con the
evening of 04/21/99. At the completion of our assigned
responsibilitcies, I briefed Sgt. Randy West and Lt John Kiekbusch
cf the Jafferson County Sheriffrs Department what we had
accomplished for the day and let them know all physical evidence
racovered by this tsam had been turned over to the Jeflfexrsom County
Sheriff's Department via Inv. Rick Rsker.

This completsd my inveolvement in the investigation of the
incident at Columbine High School.
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On 04/20/99 at 124% hours, I0 received informaticn ghat IO
Brvant and Det., Chuck Marshall would be responding to University
Hospital at 4209 E. 9th St , in Denver to assist in interviewing
vigtims, witnesses, and collecting evidence in regards to this
investigation. IOQ Bryant raceived information there had been a
shooting ar Columbine High School in Jefferson County and numercus
victims wers being sent to arsa hespicals.

Ont 04/20/9% at 1324 hours, IO Bryant and Dat. Marshall arzived
at University Hospital Emergency Room. We contacted University
Hospital Pelice and entered the emergency room, receiving
information University Hospital had recesived cne wvictim as of this
time. University Hospital Police Sgr. Steve Smidt was contacted
and informed I0 Brvant tha victim was a Mark Tavlor, age
approximately 17, who was currently in the operating room. Det
Marshall and IQ Bryant then were contacted by University Police
Ofz. Chris Evenson who had collected the clething from Mark Taylor
and handed it to Det. Marshall.

10 Bryant receiwved information that a Dr. Bender was involved
in the initial assessments and procsdures with the patient, but was
not currently available. Rt 1420 hours, IO received information
from Dr Christine Finlayson that thsre wexe at least two gunshot
injuries and peossibly three. A Zsw minutes later at 14335 hours, IO
Bryant and Det. Marshall received inicrmacion from Emergency Room
Dr. Paul Bander, who stated there were two wounds from one gunshot
that may have entered under the left armpit and exited the right
armpit, causing a wound to the right arm. Dr. Bender stated he was
unable to tell which was entrv and which was the exit wound and
thar thers was a separate injurv with che wound in the left upper
thigh and in the butiscks Dr Bender szatsd it was probkably an
entry wound to the left upper thigh with an exit wound to the
buttocks. Dr Bender answered thers were no spent rounds cbserved
in the x-rays of the patient, but there was a possibility there
could be a round in the right arm, which had not been x-rayed
ver, IO received information the patient had been in critical
conditicn and was currently in radiclogy, awaiting another
procedure in the operating rcom. IC Bryant and Det. Marshall wers
contacted by numercsus hospital staZf and administrators who wers
assisting in attempting to prepare to receive more patients. IO
raceived information at 1344 hours from Registration Clerk Michelle
Hover, that she had been attempting to page the patient’s father
without success. Michelle Hover stated she had received the name
of Marx Tayleor for the father and a pager number of 303-213-2318.
Michelle Hever statad that number had been called several times
without sugcess. Michelle Hover gtated the patient had been
econscious and able to provide the prhone number when he arriwved av
the hospital. IO Bryant additionally received information twe
R.MN.'s in the psvch department were available to provide
information and counseling assistance to the parents and
relarives of the victims. IO and Det. Marshall were contacted by
Nurse Karan Holen-Lyda and Nurse Sandra Feren, who escorted IO
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
