INVESTIGATION: \

On 07-19-99, between the hours of 1230 and 1245, { had an oppormunity to speak with Kevin Tucker, who is a teacher at
Columbine High School in reference to the incident that occurred at their school on 04-20-99.

Upon contacting Kevin, he told me that his fourth/fifth hour Ace Computer class had just gone down to the Tech Lab and he
believes it was between | 115 and 1125 a.m. when he heard a loud banging on the classroom doors. Mr. Tucker looked out into
the hallway and described seeing several students running down the hallway and they were screaming. Atthis point, he recalled
that the fire alarms went off and at one point he heard one unidentified student yell, “Somebody’s is shooting at us.” Mr.
Tucker told me that the students in his class had gotten up from their work stations and moved toward the door, at which time
he directed them back into the classroom for their safety. Mr. Tucker described that the fire doors in the hallway just east of
their classroom had started to close just after the fire alarms went off.

Mr. Tucker told me after the fire alarms went off, he then directed his students to exit from the school, at which time they
moved north from the Tech Lab, went down the north wing and exited the building near the Ace Computer ciassrooms. As
the students exited from the school, Mr. Tucker described seeing several students run north where they climbed the fence and
ended up over near the smoker’s pit and then ran to safety into Clement Park. Mr. Tucker told me he did not follow the students
out, that he went to the Family and Consumer Studies room to make sure everybody was out of there, then he proceeded to the
Ace Computer classroom to make sure that his teaching partner, Rebecca Gomez-Bailey had exited from the school. Mr.

-
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Tucker told me that he did not observe any gunmen while he was at Columbine High School, that he only heard gunshots. He
also explained that as his class was exiting from the Tech Lab, he recalled looking east down the main hallway, \whem he saw
the glass doors near the office had been shot out. He also described that the hallway was smoky or hazy, telling me that he
believed it was from the gunshots that were fired by the gunmen. Mr. Tucker did eventually exit the high school.

[ interviewed the following students who had attended Mr. Tucker’s Ace Computer class and here is a synopsis of the
information they provided me in reference to the shooting that occwrred on 04-20-89. The students [ contacted were; Ara
Maranian, DOB/07-18-82, DN#4850, 5175 S. Hoyt Street, Littleton, CO 80123 (303) 973-3098, Jeffrey Shane Thompson.
DOB/061581, DN#4354, 6880 W. Quarto Place, Littleton, CO 80123 (303) 979-3492, George Schreiner, DOB/05-{8-32.
DN#4853, 6455 W. Kingsiey Avenue, Littleton, CO 8023 (303) 932-2032. Those students told me that they were in Mr.
Tucker’s Ace Computer ¢lass and were working in the Tech Lab between the hours of 1115 and 1120 a.m. The students
explained that they were told by Mr. Tucker that he bad heard gunshots out in the hallway and shortly after that the fire alarms
mded at the school. The students remained in the classroom for 2 short period of time after the tire alarms had sounded at
which time Mr. Tucker then ordered them from the building. The individuals went out the north exit of the Tech Lab, crossed
the main hailway and proceeded north down the north wing of the school where they exited from the building. The students
told me that they did not observe any gunmen, but as they passed through the main hallway it appeared to be smoky or bazy

The students didn’t provide any additional information reference this incident.

I spoke with Rabert Scharton, DOB/06-01-82, DN#4858, 7946 S. Vance Court, Littleton, CO 80128, (303) 972-7703. Robert
told me that he had ieft Mr. Tucker’s class after fourth period, which ends at 1110 2.m., telling me that he had finished his
computer project, thus he wasn't required to go to the Tech Lab with the rest of the class. Robert and his friend, Josh
Hampshire, DOB/0 10882, DN#4855, 7707 S. Newland Street, Littieton, CO 80128 (303) 979-1885, walked out of the school
via the north exit where they proceeded to Clement Park to Josh's vehicle. As the individuals got to Josh’s car, they described
hearing noises sounding like fireworks coming from the scheol. Later they heard the fire alarm sound and saw students running

from the high school. Atthis point, they had no idea what was occurring and had ne additional information to pass on reference
this incident.
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[ spoke with Melissa Walker, DOB/09-05-82, DN#4856, 5923 W. Maplewood Drive, Littleton, CO 80123 (303) 797-8410.
Melissa explained that she was in Mr. Tucker’s class on the incident date telling me that about 1 125 a.m., herself and Stephanie
Munson had left the Tech Lab and were going to contact Ms. Reed when they saw Mr. Peterson run past thern telling them to
get out of the building, Melissa explained that herself and Stephanie walked toward the main hallway, at which time she looked
west down the haliway and described seeing a tall white male, dressed in back, standing down near the gymnasium. Melissa
told me that she identified that person as Dylan Klebold through news media reports. After Melissa saw Dylan standing down
near the gymnasium, herself and Stephanie ran east down the main hallway toward the offices and she described hearing
gunshots coming from behind her. As the two of them reached the main exit of the school, the glass deors start to shatter and
she continues to hear gunfire. Metissa and Stephanie run from the school and after they get out into the parking lot, Stephanie
tells Melissa that her leg is going oumb at which time she tells Melissa she believes she has been shot. Melissa assists
Stephanie over to Leawood Park. where they are contacted by Mr. Havens, ateacher at the high school and Stephanie is treated
for her gunshot wound to her leg. [ completed an additional supplemental report reterence the interview [ conducted with

‘elissa. If additional information is needed, refer to that supplemental report.

lattempted to contact Daniei Goin, DOB/09288 1, DN#4852, 5852 W. Maplewaod Drive, Littleton, CO 80123 (303) 347-8870,
I had left messages for Daniel asking that he call me. I eventually spoke with Daniel’s father, Randy Goin, and Randy
explained to me that Daniet at this time is refusing to contact me for an interview. Randy told me that he has urged Daniel 1o
contact me, but apparently Daniel keeps telling his parents that he is still going through the healing process. Randy was able
to provide information as to statements that his son has made to him. Daniel was in Mr, Tuckers Ace computer class and he
told his parents that he was working on a computer near the north door of the Tech Lab, when he described two dark figures
walking west down the main hallway. After seeing the two individuals, he then told his parents that he heard gunshots coming
from the direction of the library. Daniel told them that a teacher had run past the Tech Lab directing students to get out of the
school. Daniel ran from the Tech Lab, telling his parents that he ran east down the main hallway toward the office and as he
reached the main doors at the school, he heard gunshots coming from behind him and as he passed through the doors, the glass
was shattering around him, Daniel described that he ran east from the school and as he was running past the flag poies, he lost
either his clog shoe or it was shot off his foot. Randy told me that Daniel could not identify any of the gunmen at the school
~ud other than seeing two dark figures walking west down the main away, that was the only information he could provide
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reference this incident.

INVESTIGATION

On Friday, 7-2-99, at approximately 1010 hours, witness Johnson returned my phone call to my office. [ asked him to provide

me with any information relevant o the incident which occurred on 4-20-99.

Johnson advised he was with fellow teacher Rick Bath and had gone to the 7-11 at Platte Canyon and Depew to buy a lottery

sket. He said shertly afier that time, around noon or a few minutes after, he had rerirmed to the area of Columbine H.5. but
could not get into the area because police and fire vehicles were not allowing access. He said he had contacted a student known
to him as Brooks Brown on one of the side sireets, adjacent to the school, and where at that time Brooks had motioned them over
to him. When inquiring as 10 what was going on Brooks said that he had seen Eric Harris in the parking lot and he was carrying
a duffel bag, and he (Eric) had made a statement to Brooks something to the effect of “Get out of here [ like you.” Johnson
indicated Brooks seemed visibly upset and shaken, but said Brooks did not provide any more information to them at that time.
Johnson stated, not knowing really what was happening he and Rick Bath drove to the area of Clement Park and had parked the
vehicle and stayed in the Clement Park area just observing police activity. Johnson said he did not see anything unusual,
specifically persons with guns, any explosions, any unusual noises, or smoke coming from the area of the school. He stated he
just basically milled around the park area with Rich Bath, and a former teacher, Chuck Herring. He stated shortly after 1700
hours he had taken Chuck Herring home and also transported Rick Bath to his wife’s work lacation so he could be taken home,
because both Chuck Herring and Rick Bath’s vehicles were in the teacher’s parking lot and could not be released during that time.
Witness Johnson did not provide any other information other thar he had both Eric Harris and Dylan Kliebold in his 5th hour
psychology class, and did not have any clue that they would do this or were capable of doing this, meaning the activity that took

place in the school. Witness Johnson could provide no further information.

INVESTIGATION

On Thursday, 7-1-99, at approximately 1940 hours, 1 contacted witness Gordon Hayes by telephone in reference to any

information he could provide me for this incident. Mr. Hayes gave me the following information.

Hayes said on 4-20-99, during fifth hour he was in the social studies office during lunch. This was approximately 1123 hours.
He indicates a feilow teacher by the name of Ki Ki Layba {unk spelling) came into this office and said, “There’s somebody with
a gun, get out of here.” Hayes stated he and several other teachers, including his wife, witness Ellin Hayes, went towards the
door and into the hallway and heard what he believed to be “popping noises” coming from the math hallway. He indicated he
looked down the hallway and saw nwmnerous students crossing the hallway, running towards the main hailway of the school. He
indicated that he heard random gun fire during this time. He said he went out the fire exit which is directly south of the main
entrance, on the east side of the building, along with numerous staff members and students. He stated some were orderly and
some appeared hysterical. He indicated approximately 6 teachers from the math department also exited east of the building, and
they started to walk across Pierce when he observed a student to be limping towards Leawood Park. He later identified the
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student as Stephanie Munson, and later learned she had been shot in the ankle. He advised he contacted a coach by the name
of Robin Ortiz, and because he was a coach felt that he may have known first aid. He advised Mr. Ortiz of Stephanie’s injuries
and directed him to her location. He later learned that paramedics were aiso summoned to assist Stephanie and she was

transported by ambulance.

He said he saw a police car stopped at West Fair and South Pierce Streets and at this time he was stili hearing gun fire coming
from the school, unknown specifically where during this time. He indicated he was coordinating the moverment of students into
the Leawood Park area and because there was still gun fire occurring, and moved them further east towards the middle of the
park. He said he then discussed the situation with several other teachers on hand and they decided to move what students they
could contact, all the way to the east side of Leawood Park for their safety. He stated about an hour or so they had heard there
was a staging area and a quasi command post being set up and Leawood Elementary Schoot, and at that time he and his wife,
Ellin, walked to that location. He indicated this was approximately 1600 hours, and they observed what was going on at that

scation, He stated they were somewhat organized and he and his wife were no longer needed.

He advised he had no way of retrieving his vehicle so they started to walk to an auto repair shop, located at South Platte Canyon
Road and West Bowies. where his son’s vehicle was being repaired. Upon walking down Leawood Drive an ex-neighbor
spotted them, (unsure of the ex-neighbor's name) and gave them a ride to this particular auto repair station, which he told me

was Gino’s (unk spelling), picked up his son’s car and drove to his wife's mother’s house.

Witness Gordon Hayes said he did not see any individuals with guns, only heard what he believed to be popping noises and

possible gunshots both inside and outside the building when he was leaving the immediate area.

Witness Gordon Hayes did provide me with information that he was contacted by a male individual in a truck, (no further
information described), and was told by this person he had seen 25 many as three or four individuals exiting the main entrance
into the teachers parking lot prior to this incident occurring. Witness Hayes stated he believes this individual believed those
individuals may have been responsible for what was happening in the school as they had left prior to the inctdent. Witness Hayes

said he gave this information to a police officer at Leawood Elementary. Witness Hayes wanted me to be aware of this particular
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witness and to ensure he had been interviewed. [ told him I would fellow-up on that particular lead.

After interviewing witness Gordon Hayes, [ spoke to his wife, Ellin, who was also available. She provided me with the same

information as her husband, since they were basically together during this entire incident. The only different statement she

provided was that she had actually heard gunshots and/or explosions while she was in the social studies office, and prior to KiKi

Layba (unk spelling) coming in and advising everybody about somebody with a gun. Basically she had no further information

other than what her husband had told me. The phone interview terminated at approximately 2000 hours. No further infortation

was available,

I 04-20-99, at about 1 1:23 a.m.. while at the Mountain Precinct. | heard a dispatch cail on the radio in reference to shots fired
at the Coiumbine High School. [ immediately telephoned Lt fohn Kiekbusch and advised him of the sitwation. [ advised L.
Kiekbusch thar Investigator Gary Muse and [ would be responding from the Mountain Precinet to the area of Coiumbine High
School. He advised that we should respond and advised that additional [nvestigators would be responding.

Investigasor Gary Muse and | arrived at Clement Park, adjacent to Columbine High School, at approximately {1:33 a.m. We were

directed to assist with interviews of potential withesses and victims leaving Columbine High School.

[ met with Luke Milne, who indicated that he had been inside of the Tech Lab at Coiumbine High Schoot on +-20-99. He stated
that at about {{:25 am. he heard five to six quick gunshots outside of the Tech Lab. He stated he saw a white male, who he
suspected was Dyian Klebold. by the shed adjacent to the soccer field, wearing all biack with a yellow stripe around his waist
with a handgun. He stated it was a white male that he saw wearing a black hat. He couid provide no additional information.

[ then interviewed Tim Williams, who stated he was going through the main hailway, going west when he saw twa maies outside
with weapons. He stated that a teacher asked them what they were doing with the weapons and they shot at the teacher through
the double doors. He stated that they were by the back door. Ha stated that he observed two males. He identified the first male
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as being 58" to 5'10", 17 to 18 years old, wearing dark colors and having black hair. He indicated the first male was shorter than
the second male. He then described the second maie as being between 6'3" 10 6'4", also 17 to 18 years oid, wearing dark clothing.
He stated he observed the second maie with an automatic type weapon that he held in both hands. He stmted that when the males
stared firing through the double doors, he ran and did not see who they were or where they went to. He could provide me with

no additional information.

[ then spoke 10 Alejandra Marsh. who stated that she had seen one of the shooters, who she identified as Dvlan Klebotd. She
described Kleboid as being a white maie, 827, 10 §'S", with dirty long hair.

She
stated the other individuals she knew that were associared with Dvian Kleboid were Eric Deuwro (unknown spelling), an
individual she identified oniy as “Chuck.” Joe Stair, Eric Jackson, Christa Hadley. Kristen Theibait. Nicole Markham. and Tad
Bowles. She stated she did not see any of the other individuals mentioned with Dyian Klebold at that time. She stated she lec

from the schooi when she heard gunfire. She could provide me with no addirional information.

{ then interviewed Cindy Barker and Stephanie Bresee at the Columbine Library. Cindy Barker indicated that she and Stephanie
Bresee had been by the main office when they heard gunfire. She stated that the two of them ran down the hail adjacant the main
office and ran to the Columbine Library. She stated that she had seen oniy one of the individuals who was shooting. She described
him as il and skinny, wearing a black trench coar She stated she had no additional information as to a description of the
individual. She stated that she had heard from an upper class man female who she did not know that one of the individuals who
was at the high school shooting had graduated from Columbine High School last year and had pianned to come back t
Columbine High School on 4-20-99 to blow up the school. She indicated that the upper class man had toid her there was also
an [nternet web site. She stated the web site was “Rebel.com,” but did not know for sure.

Stephanie Bresee indicared that she and Cindy Barker had been together and had fled the school when the gunshots were heard.
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She indicated she did not see any of the individuals shooting and could provide me with ro information.

{ then spoke to Phjjip Vanderau, who stated that he had gone to the bathroom adjacent the auditorium when a teacher heard
gunshots and started velling at them to run out of the schoot, He stated that he ran from the school as dirsered and did not know
for sure who it was that was shooting. He stated that he had spoken to severa] of the Columbine High Schooi students who had
left the high school after the shooting started and was roid thar one of the shooters may be a male known as Dylan Klebeld. He
stated that Dylan Klebold has friends in the Rebel News Network. He indicated that Chris Morris was aiso 4 member of the
“Trench Coar Mafia” and he said that Nicole Markham was Chris Morris’ friend. He could provide me with no additionai

informacion.

[ then spoke to Jennie Plato. who stated that she had run fom Coiumbine High Schaol when the shooting started. She stated that
‘he had tled at about 11:25 a.m. She stated that she had spoken o several Columbine High School students who said that the
shaoters were members of the “Trench Coat Mafia.” She stared she knew one of them as-bur did not know his last name,
She described him as &' to 6'1", thin. 140 pounds. with biond hair. She stated he wears biack all the time and wears a biack berer
and sungiasses. She stated thar she believes he lives with his giriffiend. - She could provide no additionai

informarion.

On +20-99, at 2:00 p.m., { interviewed Marthew fames Akard. who had been demined by Jefferson Counry Sheriff' s Deputies
after having amempted to get close to the Columbine High Schoel by approaching Columbine High Schooi from the west side.
Marthew Akard indicated that he had been with his friend, Mart Naity, and his fiend. fames Burchete. He stated that they had
been at his house. He indicated that James Burchete had spent the night and that they left the house with Mast Naity earlier that
moming. He stated that they were going to Lakewood to pickup a birthday present and were talking about going to a “Drop Kick
Murphy” concert {ater that evening. He stased that they heard on the radio that there had been 1 shooting at Columbine High
Schoof and they were curious about whas was going on. He indicated that they then drove from Arvada to Columbine High
School, parked their vehicle on the west side of Clement Park by the lake and artemnpted o get closer to the school when they

were confronted by the Jefferson County Sheriff’s Deputies.

She stated he believed one of them was wearing a vellow hat, sut did not know
for sure. She dascribed the first male as about 3'5", wearing 2 black coat and a veilow hat She stated the second male vas
approximately 3’3", wearing a trench coat. and the third maie she did not see very well. She indicated she did not see any or':he
faces of the individuals and did not know wito they were, bur betieved they were ali members of the “Trench Coat Matia™ zang.
She stated thar Chris Morris. Brian Sargent, and Dvian Kleboid are ail individuals she knew to be associared wit the “Trench Coar
Mafia” gang. She stated that Christopher Morris wears a green beret daily and betieved he was the leader of the “Trench Coat
wlatia" gang. She stated that when she heard the shooting she gor under her desk and cailed 9-1-{ from the administration otfice.
She indicated that there were nine peopie in the English Office, adult and swudents, She stated she knew that thers were four 1o
six people in one of the Science Otfices, but did not know for sure. When asked how she knew these individuals were there, she
indicared that she had spoken to them on her hand held radio. She stated she did not know the conditions of the individuals in

the classrooms or who they were. She could provide no addiricnal information.

[ then spoke to Arthur Eugene Leyba, who stated that at about 11:30 a.m. 3 secretary ran into the Principal’s office, where he was
at, and said thar somebody was in the school shooting. He stated that shots were fired at him while in the commeons ares adjacent
to the administration offices. and he ran down the hall tcowards one of the classrooms. He stated he saw a tll juvenile male with
a trenich coat, who was approximately 40 to 50 vards away from him, sanding by the double doors adjacent to the gym.

Christopher Morris indicated at zbout 10:15 am. he had left the schooi and went to a friend’s house. He stated he had gone to
Cory Freszen's residence. He stated that Cary Freezen's father is a teacher at Columbine High School. He stated that at abowt
11:30 am. Cory Freezen's mother called them at home and told themn that somebody was shooting at Coiumbine High School
and toid them to nmm the news on. He stated that they nimed on e television and watched tstevision for a while. He stted thev
then drove towards Columbine High Schooi. but couldn't get to the schooi so they drove back to Cory’s house and warched the
news, He stated that he artempted 0 contact his girtfriend. Nicole Markham. He stazed that he met her at the Arbv's store, then
drove back :0 Cory Freezen's house. He stated he continued 1o waich the news and heard the news broadcast. indicaring :har
thers wers two individuais in the school wearing trench coarg and had pipe bombs. He stated. [ put two and owao rogether and
though it was probabiy Eric Hams. Dvian Kleboid or— He stated that approximatety two weeks ago. ‘while ar Dvian
Kleboid's residenca. he heard “Reb.” Eric Harris, say something to the effect of, *Wouldn 't it be funny to kill all the jocks.”
Morris indicated that Harris was constmantly picked on by the jocks because he was smail. Vorris indicated that Enic Harris, Dvian
£leboid. and Robert Perry make 2xpiosives with mip wires for fun. He stated he had heard thar they may have an "AK 47" and
a shotgun. He indicated the shorgun may possibly belong 1o Erie Harris or Dvlan Klebold's parents. He stated thart arter purting

two and two together and suspecting that it was two or three of these individuats at Coiumbine High School, he called 9-1-1.

Marris stated that on the day that Enc Harris had made the satements about kiiling ail the jocks, Dyian Klebold had been reading
a book about “Nazi's” or “Nazi™ war camps. He indicated that *Reb.” Erie Harris, after having made the comment, was laughing.
He stated that Dylan Kleboid said something to the effect of, “If we're going 10 do something like that we're gomng to have to
cut the powder 10 the school and put bombs on the doors.™ Morris indicated that he had observed them make a PVC bomb with
screws and other items inside. He stated that he had wimessed them detonate a pipe bomb behind Black fack Pizza in the area

of Pierce and Ottawa. He could provide me with no additional informarion.

I then spoke to Joseph Benjamin Stair, who was originaily contacted by a Jefferson County Sheriff's Deputy. Joseph Stair
indicated that he is a former member of TCM, the “Trench Coat Mafia.” He stated that current members are Christopher Morris.
an individual he knew as “Robert.” who had bad acne and buck testh. Another individual he (dentified as Brian Sargent, Dvian
Klebold, who is a friend of Chris Morris. Another individual he knew as Eric, who also was-a friend of Chris Morms, who he
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had only met once. He stared thar they did not call themseives the “Trench Coat Mafia,” but cailed themseives the “Trench Coat
Club.” He indicated they started wearing wrench coats o “piss evervone off.” [ asked Joseph Stair to tell me abour the “Trench
Coar Mafia,” He was very hesizant and did not want 1o provide me information. He indjcated that he had been interviewed twics
by law enforcement earlier that day and did not want to provide me with any additional information. Again [ asked Joseph Stair
to teil me about the *Trench Coat Club.” He stated thar they were just a group of individuals who played Dungeons and Dragons
and did roil piaying. He stated thar he did not know who the shooters inside Coiumbine High School were and had not associated
with the individuais of the “Trench Coar Club” for some time. as he had started working and had fell out of conact with them.
He did not want to provide me with any additional informarion.

[ then spoke t Jacob Anthony Apodaca, who stated that he was coming our tor tunch at about 11:13 a.m. when e heard what
he thougit wers fire crackers. He stated he saw two individuais shooting by the back doors of the school. He stated the first
"adividual who he described as being tall. wearing all black and wearing a wench coat and a black berer. He stated he was a whire
aale with sunglasses, was carrying a shotgun. He siated he has seen the individual at Columbine High School betore. He said
he saw him shoot at three Columbine High Schooi kids and actually saw one of them get shot. He stated the second male, who
he described as tailer, about &', also dressed int a black wench coar with a black beret, was aiso shooting. He stated that male was
carrying an autornatic weapon with two handles. He indicated he did not recognize that male. He indicated there was a third
maie wearing a white T-shirt with no hat and blue jeans. He described the maie as 38" to 59" He indicated he did not recognize
hirn, bur the individual was throwing “bombs” on top of the schoel. He indicated this happened on the west side of the school
by the library. Apodaca stated that the high school students the males were shooting at were behind cars in the parking lot. He
indicated that he and the friend he was with at that time { Apodaca’s fend was interviewed by [nvestigator Doug Moore) ran aster
the shooting started. Apodaca could provide no additiona information, but did indicate he believed he could idemify one of the
males from a photo lineup if necessary. | conducted no additional interviews with victims or witnesses. [ was then assigned to

the coilection of physical evidencs from within the Columbine High School. (See addirional supplemental report for informagion).

The vehicle had
been submitted by Depury Dave Luksch, who had indicated in his report thar he had observed possibie ammunition in the vehicle.

When the search of the vehicle
was compieted there were no items coilected trom the vehicle. No items of ammunition or any such items were recovered from
that vehicle.

[ telephoned Solano-Gonzales who said that she drove by CHS every morning on her way to work. She said
that she would see a tall kid with dark curly hair wearing black military style pants and some other juvenile
males outside of the school by Polk and Pierce, just about every morning. She said that on the moming of
April 20, 1999, she was driving to work and saw the same tall white male, wearing the black military style
pants, along with several other males, looking into the trunk of a tan colored car. Solano-Gonzales said that
the males were just staring in the trunk and were not putting anything in it or pulling anything out of the trunk
of the car.

Solano-Gonzales said that she had seen the same male wearing the military style pants, outside the schoot
every momning for the past two weeks, along with several other males. | asked her why she remembers the
males. She said that she specifically remembers the male who was always wearing the military style pants,
because, there was a guy at the high school she attended who dressed the same way. She said that after
arr g at work and hearing about the shooting and after seeing the picture of the shooters, she is very sure
tha. e white male wearing the black military style pants was definitely Dytan Klebald.

On 042899, at about 1030 hours, Howard Cornell, Director of the Jefferson County School Security, requested a
computer print out of the cafeteria’s meal transactions on the morning of the incident(042099). This was necessary to
update the cash accounts of each student prior to returning to the Chatfield High School on Monday, 050399,

On 042899, at approximately 1400 hours, Criminalist Chris Andrist and I went to the location where the cafeteria
computer was said to be, which was m a back office of the cafeteria. The computer seemed undamaged. In one of the
drawers of the desk was a phone list titled, “Jefferson County Public Schools Food and Nutrition Services Directory.”
This was a light blue colored page of paper that had all the staff’s phone numbers and pagers of the employees assigned
to the staff. I had called several numbers and ended up taiking to a person named “Billie Wolfe.” W/Wolfe explained
the download process over the phone. An eighteen-page document was printed indicating all transactions that occurred
in the cafeteria on the morning of 042099, between the hours of 06:18:50 to 11:36:21. Also, a disk copy of the SNAP
Program (School Nutrition Accountability Program) was copied for the School District to update their records. I
observed the clock to be about ten minutes forward of the true time. This was compared to both CBL/Chuck Davis’s
and my watch, W/Davis then secured the computer to have a permanent record and held the computer as evidence.

The nineteen page report is supplied with this report for referencing by mvestigators as needed. There is also a phone
list attached to help in contacting employees if questions arise.

Marsh claimed that she
he. ‘owledge of who was shooting inside the high school. Marsh stated that she saw "Dylan Klebold” pass
by « . of the school windows carrying a shotgun. Marsh also stated that she saw Kiebold through a “bomb”
into the parking lot that expicded. Marsh claimed that Kleboid is a member of a group of students known as
the "“Trench Coat Mafla.” Marsh stated that she was a previous member of the group.

Marsh explained that the Trench Coat Mafia is a group of approximately five to six friends that listen to hard
rock music, such as Marilyn Manson and wear black trench coats. Marsh stated that during the previous
school year, there were about ten members in the group. Marsh denied that the Trench Coat Mafia
members were “Goths.” Marsh stated that she had not known the group members to posses any guns, but
stated that she did them know the group to have swords and knives. Marsh added, however, that she has
not spoken to Kleboid for about six months.

I asked Marsh why Klebold wouid have started shooting students within the schoot. Marsh replied, “because
he was fed up.” Marsh stated that the male members of the Trench Coat Mafia hated the school, Marsh
stated that this was specificaily true of “Chris (Morris)”, "Dylan (Klebold)” and “Reb”.

The interview was conciuded.

| was then instructed by Sgt. Pat Woodin to accompany a shooting victim, Lance Kirklin, to the hospital by
ambutance. During the ambulance ride to Denver Medical Center, | assisted the paramedic, by providing
ventilations to Kirklin to assist his breathing, by means of an airbag. | was abie to observe what appeared to
he a severe injury to Kirklin's face/cheek area, a gunshot wound to his right chest, a gunshot wound to his
right femur and a gunshot to his left foot. Kirklin was bleeding from his injuries. Kirkiin remained in a semi-
conscious state during the ambulance trip, and was unable to communicate.

Upon our arrival at Denver Medical Center, | accompanied Kirklin to the Emergency Reom. During his
evaluation by the medical staff, Kirkfin's clothing items were removed. | placed the clothing items into paper
bags and collected these iterns as evidence. Kirkiin was then taken to the operating room at about 1300
hrs.

Wh  nthe emergency room, | was contacted by Denver Pclice Detectives Martin Martinez and Greg
Can,..ell.

stated that she could remember hearing Dylan talking with someane, but did not know how many additionat
people had been with “Dylan”. Park said she did recognize “Dylan’s” voice.

Park did say that during the shooting, she could remember “Dylan” asking her friend Vaterie Schurr * Da you
believe in God?” and then he shot her. Park said Schurr was hiding under the same tatle with her. Park
additionally said that she heard wnen either “Dylan” or possibly someone else, shot another student in the
head, they were “joking around” and stated "Oh wow, look at his brains” and were laughing about it.

Park also stated that she heard “somecne” talking about destroying either the entire school or possibly the
library during the- incident. Park said she heard several small *hombs” explode.

Park was unable to recail any additional information and the interview was conclfuded. Park was then
removed to ancther area of the hospital for treatment of her injuries.

The next victim into the emergency room was Mark Allen Kinigen. Kintgen had been brought to the hospital
by helicopter. Kintgen was being treated for a gunshot wound to his head, neck and shoulder. During his
avaluation by the medical staff, Kintgen's clothing items were removed. | placed the clothing items into

! bags and collected these items as evidence.

Due w Kintgen's injuries and medical cars, he was unable o be interviewed. Kintgen was later removed to
another area of the hospital for treatment of his injuries.

The final victim admitted to the hospital was Lisa Kreutz. Kreutz was being treated for multiple gunshot
wounds to her shoulder, right forearm, right leg and her peivis and buttocks area. During his evaluation by
the medical staff, Kreutz's clothing items were removed. | placed the clothing items into paper bags and
collected these items as evidence.

Due to Kreutz's injuries and medical care, she was unable to be interviewed. Kreutz was later removed to
ancther area of the hospital for treatment of her injuries.

| was advised that during the transportation of Kreutz to the hospital, she had made a brief statement to the
paramedic, Steve Komagay.

| spoke with Komnegay. Kornegay said that Kreutz had told him that she had been in the library area of the
school when she was shot. Kornegay stated that the only additional information Krautz had told him that
she had been shot by two people from a distance of approximately five feet. Komegay couid not provide
any additionai information and the interview was concluded.
