jeans, and he disappeared somewhere near the food service line. Shortly after Chris left the area coach Sanders appeared and

he was also teiling the students to get down.

Jamie stated at that point she ran to the elevator which is located in the same hallway near the auditorium. After herseif and
several other parties got on the elevator they proceeded upstairs and when the elevator doors opened on the second level near the
library area she said the hallway was full of simoke. She said the students did not believe they were safe, at which time they
pushed the elevator to go back imto the cafeteria area. Once they reached the cafeteria area they were accompanied into the
auditorium by the janitor, John Curtis. who she described as a white male, wearing a white t-shirt and a Columbine H.S. basebail
cap. Two teachers also accompanied them, a Lee Andres Jr. and a second teacher she could not identify, but stated he was a
white male, with gray hair. Once they reached the auditorium they then went down the foreign language hall and exited the

building. They were later taken to Leawood Park.

Jamie was asked if she could tell me who was aiso at table “OQ"” or surrounding tables. She stated her friend. Jenny Naifeh, 303-
979-7744, Steve Dreaden, 303-932-9528; Josh Casey (unk phone); Ashley Pimley (unk phone): and she remembered seeing Steve
Pool (unk phone), in the area.

I asked Jamie when she initially got into the cafeteria area if she observed two large duffel bags or sports type bags described as
one being blue and one being an orange-ish/red in color which wete in the general area where she was seated. She stated because
of the amount of backpacks she doesn’t recall seeing those packs, and she doesn’t recall anybody bringing packs described as
that into the cafeteria area. Jamie was asked if she saw any gunmen while she was in the cafeteria, or when she was on the
elevator when it arrived at the second level near the library. Again she stated she did not see any gunmen while she was in

Columbine H.S.

Jamie stated while she was in the cafeteria she was probabiy there 10-15- minutes, and she heard several gunshots coming from
upstairs where she believed was the library area. She stated during this time she tried to remain under the table for fear she might

be hurt. She stated she was in the school for a total of anywhere to 25-30 minutes before she was ushered out.
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Jamie was asked to describe her dress on 4-20-99. She stated she was dressed in a white tank top, with a blue and white biouse
over the tank top, blue jeans and Doc Martin shoes.

Jamie was asked if she knew Eric Harris or Dylan Klebold. She stated she had a gym class last semester with Eric Harris, but
she didn’t know much about him. She stated she did not know Dylan and no information about him. Again, [ verified that Jamie
did not see any gunmen while she was in Columbine H.S., nor did she see the large duffel bag or sports bag which were contained

within the cafeteria area.

At the conclusion of my interview [ provided Jamie a map of the cafeteria at which time [ request that she document where she

was seated and her movements throughout the cafeteria. A copy of that is attached to this report.

INVESTIGATION:
Investigator Mike Gallagher of the Jefferson County District Attorney’s Office received control numbers 1863 and 3254 10

interview Judy Durkin and Linda Reffel. Both are parents of Columl;ine High School stndents and assisted with the after prom
party occurring on the evening of 04-17-99 into the moming of 04-18-99. Investigator Gallagher provided information that both
Dierkin and Reffel believe they had seen a propane tank in the freezer of the kitchen at Columbine High School.

I called Reffel, and she stated she had seen the tank in the freezer, but initially thought it was a belium tank. She stated it was
about 18 to 24 inches tall. She stated that she and Dierkin had discussed it, and that Dierkin believed it was a propane tank.
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Reffel agreed to meet me at Columbine High School and show me exactly where it was that she had seen the item.

I contacted Dierkin, who stated it was definitely a propane tank that she saw in the freezer. She also stated that she and Reffel
had discussed the tank and believed it necessary to tell JCSO. Dierkin also agreed to meet me at Columbine High School to show

me where she saw the tank.

I spoke with Linda Tibljas, who is the manager of food services for Columbine High School. Iasked her about normal gas type
tanks of any type that would be contained in the kitchen or cafeteria area. She stated there were no propane tanks nermally kept
within the kitchen or cafeteria. She stated there were CO, tanks, which were 2 20 pound size, for their Pepsi machines. She said
they were kept inside the store room within the kitchen and were hooked up te Pepsi machines. She stated there were also “four
or 50" in the mop room which were oid and owned by Coca Cola. She stated that Coca Cola would not pick these tanks up due

to their age.

I then asked Tibljas if she had been present for the after prom party. She stated she was not. She stated that an unknown person
related to the after prom party had called her prior to the afier prom party, asking if they could store items for that party in the
kitchen. She stated she toid themn they could. Tibijas stated she did not know who the individual was who was in charge of the
after prom party or food preparation.

On 05-20-99, I spoke with Reffel in an atternpt to make an appointment for meeting at the Columbine High School. Following

this conversation, she faxed me two pages worth of information reference the after prom party and chair people related to that.

On 05-20-99, I spoke with Lab Supervisor Chris Andrist. He had checked Columbine High School reference any propane tanks
that might be utilized in the kitchen or cafeteria area. Technician Andrist said he found three CO, tanks in the kitchen office next
to the freezer. He stated he also found two helium tanks, about 4' tall, in a wooden case outside the cafeteria area, in the direction

of the auditorium, He stated he found no propane tanks rejated to operations within the kitchen or cafeteria.
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On 05-24-99, at about 1400 hours, 1 met Dierkin at Colurnbine High School. She told me that on Friday, 04-16-99, she had been
at Columbine High Schooi between 1500 and 2230 hours, and Saturday, 04-17-99, between 0900 and 1600 hours, for preparation
of the after prom party. She stated on 04-17-99, she came back at about 2315 hours, and was at the school until 0600 hours.
Dierkin stated when she returned at 2315 hours, sbe did go down to the kitchen, and specificaily the freezer area, where she
retrieved some items for the after prom party. Dierkin stated at some point during the night, she noticed that there was what she
believed to be a propane tank in the freezer. When [ asked Dierkin at what point during the night she believed she noticed it,
she stated she believed it was “early on,” but could not pinpoint the time any further. Dierkin stated the tank was all white with
no markings that she recalled, and was about a barbecue size. Dierkin stated during the night she did not notice anything unusual.
She stated she left the wood block in the kitchen door to keep it propped open througheut the night. While inside the school
Dierkin showed me the areas they had been during the night. Dierkin pointed out a doorway outside the Home-Economics
classrooms where she stated that she and the other workers had come in and out. She stated outside that door is where she had
parked. Dierkin pointed into a Home-Ec room, labeled “LM1" on the map, as the room they were using for preparation the
majority of the time. Dierkin stated she and the other workers would go back and forth between there and the gym, utilizing the
outside door which she had pointed out to me. She pointed out a metal gate which blocked off the hallway towards the east, just
outside of the Home-Ec room. She stated it was closed the entire night, but at some point during the night she noticed it was
slightly open. Dierkin did not notice any peopie in that area. She pointed down the south hall from the Horne-Ec area and stated
it had been blocked off with a paper type barrier, and that no one was coming through that area, to include parents who were
staffing the after prom. Dierkin pointed out an area just cutside of the main offices, near the east entrance of the school, where
she stated there was a maze and slide type area. Dierkin said she specifically recalls Dylan Klebold entering, and stated he was
with a male with green hair. Dierkin stated she recalls seeing him go down the slide because ber child and date followed soon
after, and she recalled looking for them and wondering when they were going to artive. As we proceeded westbound down the
main hall from the main office, Dierkin pointed out gym doors which she stated had been open during the night, which she stated
she had utilized in order to go to the cafeteria for additional supplies. Dierkin pointed out an elevator just outside the Library
which she stated she used through the night to go down to the kitchen area and back up from the kitchen area. Inside the cafeteria
Dierkin pointed out the northeast freezer in the kitchen as being the one she saw the propane tank in. Dierkin pointed to the most

west wall inside the freezer, on the floor, as the place where the tank was sitting,
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Dierkin stated there was no other unusual incidents throughout the night. Dierkin agreed to contact me if she thought of any
additional information.

Reffel met me at Columbine High School on 05-24-99, at 1430 hours. Reffel stated on Saturday, 04-17-99, she was at Columbine
High School between 1000 and 2000 hours, doing preparation for the after prom party. Reffel stated she was not sure what time
she returned to Columbine High School on 04-17-99. Once inside the school, she pointed out areas she had raveled and rooms
she had used during the after prom party. She pointed out a Home-Ec roorm, labeled as “LM1" on the map. She stated this is
where she and Dierkin spent the majority of their time. She pointed out a door outside of that area where she stated she had gone
inr and out and where she had parked her car outside of. She pointed out a metal gate outside of the Home-Ec room which she
stated was shut for the entire night. Reffe! stated she did not know if it was locked, but stated she never noticed it to be open at
any point during the night. She also pointed south of the Home-Ec room down the hailway, and stated there had been a paper
barrier prohibiting either staff or kids from going through that hailway. Reffe! recalled being at that barrier and speaking with-
another parent and thinking she could not cross the barrier. Reffel also pointed out the southeast door of the gym, and the hallway
from which she had traveled to the elevator which she used to go to the kitchen area. Upon entering the kitchen, Reffel pointed
out the northeast freezer door and stated that was where the propane tank had been. I opened the freezer, and she pointed out
the floor area on the west wall where she had seen the tank she believed to be a helium tank. She stated when she noticed it, she
had been with Dierkin, and specifically asked Dierkin if she needed to bring this up later for the balloons. Reffel stated she
thought it odd as they were done with fiiling the balloons at this time. She stated that Dierkin toid her they would not need that.
Reffel stated she was sure this conversation occurred after they had come back to the school in the evening. She said she beiieves
this as there were cinnagnon rolls which were alréady baked and sitting out in the kitchen. Reffel recalis commenting that they
smelled good and wandering if she got one of the cinnamon rolls for her assistance for the evening. Reffei did not recall whether

or not she ever noticed the tank or neticed it not being there later in the evening,

Reffel stated that both she and Dierkin smoke. She stated that on either Saturday, (4-17-99, or Friday, 04-16-99, during
preparation, she and Dierkin had been inside one of their vehicles smoking. She stated they noticed a male walking towards the
fence around the basebal! diamond. She stated she recalled feeling safe because they were inside of her van. Reffel stated it was
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rainy that night and was dark at the time she saw this person. Reffel was certain it was a male, but was uncertain of the
individual’s race. She stated he was between 5'10" and 6'00" and appeared stocky. Reffel staied he did however have a coat on,
and she was not sure whether or not he appeared stocky due to the coat or due to his actual size. Reffel described him as having
“a big hairdo.” Reffel stated she did not believe he had anything on his head. Reffel also stated that another parent by the name
of Linda Harris had also been outside one night when she noticed people coming and looking to see if she had left yet and feeling
uncomfortable about it.

INVESTIGATION:

On 04-21-99, at about 1225 hours, Investgator Brooks and | interviewed Mark Tieri at his residence. Tien stated that on 04-20-
99, at about 1115 hours, he was in the funch room of the school. He sat down to taik to friends two tables away from the
windows. He heard some sounds that appeared to be shots. An unidentified student ran in and said, “Sean got shot.” Tier
assumed that the shooting was occurring outside, and he went to the window to look out. An unidentified teacher yelled, “Get

down.” The teacher then ordered them to begin crawling out of the lunch room.

Tieri began crawling out. He then heard shots coming from the lunch room area. He got up and began to run to a stairway
He said he could hear shots being fired very close to him, coming from the lunch room area. Tieri satd he did not look back
for fear of being shot. When he got to the top of the stairs, he took the hallway to the left. He stated he decided to take that

hallway, because he only saw one other person in it. The rest of the students seemed te be going out as a herd in one direction.

Tieri ran to the school office where an unidentified male showed them a way out. They went through a hallway that leads 10
the art room hallway, then out of the building. Tieri then ran to Clement Park, then to his residence. Tien stated that he did
not see anyone doing the shooting in the lunch room. He did not see any weapons, and that he could not identify the shooters.

He did say he thinks he may have seen two people outside the building when he first stood up and looked out the window.

Tieri stated that in the previous school week, he observed a confrontation between two males in the art hallway. Tien described
one as a tough jock named Brandon (no description). He stated Brandon was arguing with a guy that was wearing black, who
was smaller than Brandon. Tieri stated the smaller student wearing black told Brandon that he would, “Get his gang after him.”
Brandon replied, “I'll just kill them all.”

of the interviewing Agent, and the nature and purpose of the
interview. He was interviewed in the presence of his Mother,
Susan Emmett, DOB 4/26/48, and Step Father, William Emmett, DOB
3/31/47. He provided the following information.

on 4/20/99, Marc rode the school bus to Columbine High
School, and arrived at approximately 7:20 a.m. He went down to
the commons/cafeteria area, and sat with friends until the 7:30
a.m. bell. He was sitting with Robert Mosey, Lance Kirkland, and
Steve Kernan. They sat at table XX. He didn't notice any duffel
bags or packages that looked out of the ordinary to him. He then
went to his normal classes, his last class prior to lunch being a
math class., He went to first period lunch, and was just geoing to
get a snack, when a student ran in the doors near the teachers
lounge, and yvelled *“Sean got shot". He next noticed students
leooking out the west windows. There was much confusion in the
lunch room, and he also tried to get a look out of the windows.
He briefly saw two people dressed in black outside of the
windows, but other than being dressed in black, could provide no
further description. A female teacher then ran in the cafeteria,
and yelled for students toc get down on the floor. He got down,
somewhere on the west side of the cafeteria, under what he
believed to be table ¥XX. He then began crawling along the west
windows. At this point, he could hear gun shots that sounded
like they were inside the cafeteria. He then crawled towards the
stairs near the trophy case, got about halfway there, and got up
and ran towards the stairs. As he crawled, he remembers crawling
over a large cylindrical duffel type bag, near the center middle
pillar. To the best of his recollection, the bag was black in
color. At the base of the stairs, he heard more gun shots, and
thought he was being shot at. He ran up the stairs, down the
math and science hallway, and then diverted to the area of the
front office. He entered the front office, and staff members
assisted he and several other students in exiting near the art
classrooms. When he was outside, he ran up Pierce to Bowles, and
then walked home.

Marc didn't know or recoegnize any of the Trench Coat
Mafia. He knew that some students wore black trench coats from

On May 10, 1999 I was assigned an interview with Columbine High School
student Lauren Tocci who was possibly in the cafeteria during the
shootings. I spoke to Lauren's mother, Barbara Tocci, and made an
appointment for an interview on May 1lth at noon.

At 1150 on May 1lith I went to 7993 West Plymouth Place and contacted
Lauren and Barbara Tocci. Lauren advised that she is a ninth grader at
Columbine and that she was in the cafeteria when the shocoting began.

Lauren related that she got to the cafeteria at about 11:10AM, and was

gsitting at the table identified as "H". She said that she was sitting

Lauren said that she had been geated at the table for about ten
minutes when she heard what sounded like someone pounding on the windows.

She reported that she hid under the table for
about ten seconds when a kid who had been shot outgide came in the west
door of the cafeteria.

She advised that while they were
running down the south hall the shooters were coming up the stairs from the
cafeteria shooting. She reports she heard eight to ten shots from behind
her. Lauren said that she did not see the shooters well enough to
recognize them.

Lauren said that she was toward the front of the crowd so she could
not see what was behind her. She also advised that she did not turn around
to look. Once outside of the school, Lauren said that she ran down the
hill to the east of the exit door and across S. Pierce Street into Leawood
Park where she stayed for a while. According to Lauren after the crowd had
been in the park for about three minutes there ware meore shots from the
direction of the school and the teachers that were with the crowd told the
students to back up some more. Lauren reported she was then directed to
Leawood Elementary School where she contacted her parents.

Lauren said that she did not notice anything like a large duffel bag
in the cafeteria when she arrived, but she said that she was one of the
last students in the cafeteria as she had stopped at her locker before
going to the cafeteria. Lauren further advised that she did not see
anyone carry a duffel type bag into the cafeteria while she was there.

Lauren reported that she had been in science class prior to going to
the cafeteria. The class room is located on the main level toward the
south side of the school. Her locker is in the south main level hall near
the math c¢lass rooms. Lauren advised that she did not see anyone with a
gun while she was walking from her locker to the cafeteria.

Lauren advised that she had heard no rumors about something happening
on April 20th before that day. She alsc said that she was not aware of
any rumors about bomb building. Lauren said that she had heard that the
school had received a bomb threat on Tuesday (4-20) morning but she could
provide no further information on what had happened.

Lauren said that she was not aquainted with either Eric Harris or
Dylan Klebold and she has had no contact with either pergon. She advised
that neither she nor any of her friends were assocciated or members of the
Trench Coat Mafia. She did advise that a neighbor, Nate Dykeman, dressed
all in black. She further advised that Nate had once asked her out but she
turned him down. Lauren also adviged that Nate had helped her get on
America On Line so she could do research for a school paper and he knew
alot about computers. She advised that she was not familiar with any
names that Harris, Klebold, or Dykeman had been using on the internet.
She advised that she heard that Harris had his own web page but she had
never checked it out. Lauren continued to say that Dykeman kept to
himself and did not socialize much. She also stated that if Dykeman was
playing kick ball with other neighborhood kids and he lost he would get
mad and go inside his house. Barbara Tocci said that any contact she had
with Dykeman, he was polite and c¢ourtecus. Barbara said that she once
asked Dykeman why did he did not play basketball as he was very tall, and
he said that the coach would not pick him. She alsc advised that he told
her that he did not want to complete his senior year at Columbine but
wanted to finish school in Florida living with his father.

INVESTIGATION
On 6-17-99, T was assigned lead #1484, to interview Brenden Trujillo, a Columbine High School student on 4-20-99. This lead
was originally assigned to Investigator Mike Heylin, of the Jefferson County District Attorney’s Office on 4-27-99.

On 6-24-99, at 1523 hours, I contacted the listed home phone number for Tryjillo, (303)979-6614. At this time I spoke with a

1ale who identified himself as Brenden Trujillo. I told him I was following up on the written statement he had made with Denver
Police Department on 4-20-99, and I told him I would like to show him some diagrams of Columbine High School. Trujilto and
[ set an appointment for 6-28-99 at 0900 hours, at his residence.

On 6-28-99, at about 0910 hours, I arrived at Trujilio’s residence. Also present was his mother, Elaine Tryjille. I teold Trujillo
1 wanted to talk about the incident on 4-20-99. I asked him what his fourth period class was. He stated he had learning lab,
which is on the Jower level of the school, and from there he went straight to the cafeteria, got his lunch and sat down. He stated
this took him a little over five minutes from the time the bell rang at 1110 hours. He stated after he sat down, possibly five to
ten minutes later, he heard what he believed to be “muifled” gun fire. He stated some kids at an adjacent table ran to the window
at the edge of the cafeteria. He stated he then looked out as well. I showed Trujillo a diagram of the Columbine High School
cafeteria. Trujillo was unsure which of two tables he was sitting at, but drew a circle around both of them. (See attached.)
Trujillo stated after he heard the gunfire, and looking outside, he couid see a male, possibly Lance Kirklin with blood on his leg,
crawling around on the ground. Trujillo stated he knows Kirklin. Trujillo indicated this was occurring at the bottom of the
outside stairway. I then showed Trujillo a diagram of Columbine High School in the area of the stairs outside the cafeteria. I
asked Trujillo to mark an “X” in the area where the injured male was crawling (possibly Lance Kirklin), which he did. (See

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attached.) Trujilio described a second male, next to the first, laying in a fetal position, laying facing up the hill. 1 asked Tmjillo
to mark the diagram with a “0" in that place, which he did. Trujillo stated that up the hill from these two individuals he could
see a male in a black rench coat. Iasked him to label this male on the diagram with a “T”, which he did. I asked Trujillo o
describe this individual to me. He stated he was not sure how tall the person was. Iasked him how tall he was, and he stated
he is 5"10". I asked him if this maie was taller or shorter than he was. He stated the individual was talier, skinny build, with
possibly blond curly hair. Trujillo could not describe further the attire of the individuai. I asked him specifically about shoes,
pants, and head gear. Trujillo could not describe any of these items. He stated the male was facing down hill with a handgun
in one of his hands, with his elbow bent and the gun near his ear. Trujillo was not sure if the gun was in the left or right hand.
I asked Trujillo if he had any bags with him. He stated he did not. He stated he knows the trench coat was apen, but could not

remember what color the shirt was.

“asked Trujillo what happened next. He stated he ran, but initially he ducked under the table as everyone else was, and then
decided to run. Trujillo then drew on the cafeteria diagram which direction he went. He stated he was not sure to which side,
of which table he went, but believes it was pretty much straight from the table to the stairway, going to the upper level of the
school. I asked him if he noticed anything unusual in the cafeteria. He stated he did not. [ asked him if there were any unusual
bags or back packs that he could recall. He stated there was not. I asked him how much time had passed from hearing the muffled
gunshots and the time that he ran out of the cafeteria. He stated about thirty seconds had gone by. Iasked him if the fire alarm
had gone off yet, and he stated it had not. Tasked Trujillo who had been sitting at the table with him. He stated 1t was Dan Ricks
and Mike Lavean. He stated he was not sure if there was anyone eise, but possibly Eric Larson was sitting there. He stated Eric
Larson normaily sits there, but he’s not actuaily sure if he had amrived vet. 1 then showed Trujillo another diagram of the upper
level of the school, at which point he drew his route of travel, which he did. (See attached.) Trujillo stated he had come up the
stairs, then through the south haliway, into a science room. Trujillo stated this was Ms, Moser’s room. He stated Ms. Moser
{ocked the doors and turned out the lights. Trujillo stated all the kids (about 30) huddled near an interior wall. He stated if
anyone looked through the doors on either side of this wall they would not be able to see the individuals huddled on that wall.
Trujillo stated at one point he could hear yelling, which he believed to be the gunmen. He stated he believed the male voices

were hollering “potice,” but stated it was distorted and he truly was not sure what they were saying. Trujillo stated the fire alarm
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did not go off until sometime when he was in the science room. He said at some point later the {ire alarm ceased to go off and
another beli began ringing. Trujillo stated for a while there was a period of silence, and he thought possibly it was over, or the
gunmen were holding hostages. He stated at this point he had no idea that the individuals involved were from their school, he
believed they were “terrorists or bank robbers”. He stated the silence lasted about an hour, and then he heard gun fire again.
He stated from the time he arrived in the science room, until the time the SWAT team took them out of the building, was about
four hours. He stated he and the rest of the students were against the same wall the entire time. Trujillo stated he heard one “big”
bomb after he got into the science room, which shook the floor. He stated he heard a lot of gun fire as well. I asked him if the
gun fire all sounded the same. He stated it was in different patterns. He stated he specifically remembers cne “big” explosion,
but stated there were other smatler explosions. He stated the yelling he heard, and he believed to be coming from the gunmen,

sounded as if it was in the science area or south main hall. He said it sounded ciose, but not actuaily at their door.

asked Trujillo about the gunman he saw outside. I asked if it was anyone he recognized. He said he did not recognize him.
I asked him if he knew either Dylan Klebold or Eric Harris. He stated he did not. I asked him if they were anyone be recognized
from seeing them in the hallway. He said he did not.

1 asked Trujillo if he had gone into the cafeteria, any time before that, during the day. He stated during first period he was in the
cafeteria. [ asked him if he saw anything unusuai at that time. He stated he did not. [ asked him if there was anything unusual
about the day, and he stated there was not. [ asked him if he had seen the pictures of Harris and Klebold in the papers and on
T.V. He stated he had., He stated based on the pictures he saw, the individual he saw with the gun, ke believes to be Dylan
Klebold.

On 05-05-99, at 1000 hours, ] responded to 7385 West Walker Drive, where [ contacted and interviewed wimess Steve Tryjillo.
Tryjillo told me the following. On (4-20-99, at about 1115 hours, Trujilio said he arrived in the cafeteria area of Columbine High
School and said he got something to eat, then went to a table in the food court area. Steve Trujillo said he satr with Kelly Burgess,
Amy Evans, [.ee (unknown last name) and others. (He did not remember their names, nor where each person was sitting at the
tzble.). Steve Trujillo said he sat down about 11:20 to 11:25 and then heard some girls {names unknown) run up to a janitor in
the cafeteria and tell himn that someone had been shot. Steve Trujilio said he thought the girls were joking until other students
ran to windows of the cafeteria to lock outside. He said some of the students also exited the school through the cafeteria doors,
Steve Tryjillo said the janitor told everyone in the cafeteria to get down on the floor and Steve Tryjiilo said he then heard a large
“boom” noise. Steve Truyjilfo said he tried to hide behind a cart, however, when he was unable to. He then ran with other
students down the hall in an easterly direction to the foreign language department, where he hid with 20 to 25 other people, Steve
Trujillo said a short time later he ran out of the foreign language department and then exited the school through the south doors,

He ran to a friend’s house on the north west comer of West Polk and South Pietrce.

Steve Trujiilo said he did not see any of the suspects during this incident. He aiso told me that he did not see a blue duffle bag,
nor did he see a propane tank in the cafeteria. Steve Trujillo ssid he knows suspect Harris and suspect Klebold, especially suspect

Harris, because they were on a soccer team together. Steve Trujillo said that he played on the same soccer team as Eric Harris

for three or four years, however, last year, suspect Harris did not play. Steve Trujillo said approximately two years ago, suspect
Kleboid joined the team, however, he was not on the team very long and ended up not playing. Steve Trujillo said the coach of
this team was a Joan Swenson. Steve Trujillo said he did not see any evidence of any violent tendencies in either one of the
suspects and he, in fact, described suspect Harris as “nice it seemed.” He said suspect Kiebold “was kind of a goofy guy.” Steve
Trujillo said it also seemed like suspect Klebold was a follower of suspect Harris. Witness Trujillo said he has not had any
problems with either suspect, even though Steve Trujillo was an athlete. He said he has not seen the other jocks picking on either
suspect Klebold or suspect Harris, however, he said he did hear that some of the jocks had “slammed them into the lockers™
before. Witness Trujillo said he did not associate with either suspect or any other Trench Coat Mafia students. When he saw
one of the suspects in the hallway at Columbine High Schooi, he said he would say hello to them, Wimess Trujillo said the
Trench Coat Mafia students are seen as “social outcasts™ and said they associate with each other and pretty much stay to
themnselves. Witness Trujillo said Chris Morris used to wear a trench coat all the time while attending Columbine High School.
He said Chris Morris used to carry “a software book™ with him every where. He aiso said this was in 1997 when Chris Morris
was in a class with him. Witness Trujillo said while they were this class together, Chris Morris did not talk about guns
specifically, but he did say to witness Trujillo that he knew how to use medieval weapons. Witness Trujillo said he does not

know of anybody who makes or attempts to make explosive devices, nor does he know of anybody who carries a firearm.

Witness Trujillo said on 04-20-99, he was wearing a white undershirt with a gray vest over it, blue jeans and sandals. He said
he does not remember leaving anything in the cafeteria before he ran out. However, he is not sure. He did say his brother, Eric

Trujitlo left a biue “Amercrombie” backpack with its contents inside of a math classroom.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION; Witness Trujillo told me that he bowls at Belleview Lanes, located at Federal Bivd. and
Belleview. He said students bowling need to be at the Belleview Lanes at 0615, and bowling begins at 0630. He said there are

18 teams of bowlers in this league with one of the teams having Dylan Klebold, Eric Harris, Chris Morris and Nate Dykeman
as its team members. Witness Trujillo said on 04-20-99, he did not see any of the suspects bowling at Belleview Lanes. He said
it was not his team, however, that was scheduled to bowl against the suspects team. Witness Trujillo said his schedule is to bowt
until 0730, then he goes home, gets ready for school and arrives at Columbine High School between 0820 and 0823, He said

he did not see either suspect on 04-20-99, either at Belleview Lanes or at Columbine High School.
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Witness Trujillo said total he heard seven to eight “booms” as he was ninning away, down the hall away from the cafeteria/food
court area. He said he believes that the shots came from either the cafeteria, or the upstairs part of the high school. He toid me
he has not been having any emotional type of problems since this incident. I gave him one of my business cards and told him

to call me if he wanted to taik to JCSO Victim Advocate in the futyre.

On 5/11/99 1 interviewed Brittany Tyacke at her home 7449 S. Kendall St. Brittany
related that she never saw any duffel bags in the cafeteria and she never saw anyone in
possession of any duffel bags around the school. Brttany said that she entered the
cafeteria at approx. 11.15AM and she stood near table #L. Brittany remembered that her
friends, Katie Place, Stephanie Duffy and Joe Marcott, along with a girl by the first name
of Kenny were all at table #L. Brittany said she heard gunshots and left through the west
side cafeteria exit doors. Brittany said she ran to hilly area near a fence next to Pierce
Blvd. She said a white male, 5-9 approx. 25yrs old with brown or black hair, wearing a
blue plaid shirt and biue jeans, stated “Look at that explosion, lock at all the swff flying,
Isn’t that cool”. Brittany’s friend, Denay Taylor and Katie Place also heard the guy make
the comments., Brittany said she left her black fold over backpack outside the cafeteria
area. Brittany said that she didn’t observe anything else suspicious outside of the school.

Brittany also related that she didn’t know any of the TCM and she never spoke with any
of themn, Brittany said she her friend, Jackie Baker said Sarah D was running past Jamie
Schafner and she told Jamie to run and Jamie told her “Shut the fuck up” and the
suspect’s walked right past her. Brittany also said “Some guy pulled her friend, Brittany
Gillete aside and told her there was going to be another shooting™.

Brittany didn’t provide any further information about the TCM or other suspects.

(DPD) at her home, 81123 W. Polk Pl. Her mother, Sandra Ulowski, was present.

Ms. Ulowski stated that she attended school on the day of the incident; however, she was
not sitting in the cafeteria at the time when incident occurred. She said that at 1110 hrs
she finished her fourth period class and walked over to the dollar golf cart to help her
friend sell food items. Ms. Ulowski said that the cart sells food items for $1.00 and it is
near the main entrance of the cafeteria and next to the Rebel Corner. Ms. Ulowski
identified the friends that were with her as Samantha Haviland, Katelyn Whitney and
Alan Barker. They were all at the cart for approximately five minutes when a janitor
came by and said that someone had just been shot. She said that she did not hear any
gunfire but realized that something was wrong when students began running by in a
panic. Ms. Ulowski said that she and her friends ran to the nearby lower level auditorium
and hid there with other students. They then walked up to the upper level auditorium that
is connected by a walkway. She said that there were about fifteen other students hiding
in the area. While there, she heard what sounded like 5-8 gunshots. She and her friends
then decided to leave the auditorium and run down a haliway and out of a door near the
smoke pit. They then jumped the fence and ran to Clement Park.

Ms. Ulowski said that she had a backpack with her at the time and left it at the chair
where she was sitting by the food cart. She described her pack as being forest green in
color and it contained misc. books, papers and a caiculator. She did not see anyone enter
the cafeteria with a duffel bag nor did she see one in or near the cafeteria. She does not
know Eric Harris or Dylan Klebold or any of the TCM members. She said that she
recognized Harris only by sight and he always sat near the vending machines when he
was in the cafeteria. She did not see him on the day of the incident and she could not
recall if she saw him on the Monday before the incident.

On May 12, 1999, this investigator met with Sarah Ungerland at
her residence. Present during the interview was her mother, Denise
Fenner.

Sarah stated that on the day of this incident, she had
completed completed her fourth hour class and arrived in the
cafeteria at approximately 11:15 a.m.. She advised that she sat down
at a table with her friends: Shannon Ryan, Casey Peregoy, Stephanie
wujcikowski and Tasla Olson. She was shown a sketch of the cafeteria
and indicated an area in the Rebel Corner as where she had been
The backpack list has her backpack at the table marked "C." That
table is in the general area where Sarah thought she had been.

Sarah said that she went to the far west end of the food
counter, got her lunch and returned to her table. S8he stated that a
few minutes later, students began running and she heard one of them
say, "somebody's got a gun." She said she saw Mr. Sanders in the
cafeteria and he was telling everyone to get down under the tables.
She said she also saw ancther teacher, Mr. Broockfield waving his
arms in a downward motion. She stated that there was a group of

students who were running from the cafeteria down the language hall
and she joined that group. She said they stayed in one of the rooms
for a few minutes and then heard a loud explosion followed by two
more very loud explosions. She advised that she ran out of the room
through a south -door and ran to Polk St., where there was a
residence being used for seminary classes.

Sarah advised that ghe did not know Eric Harris nor did she
know Dylan Klebold. She advised that on the day of this incident,
she had been wearing jeands and a bright blue shirt.

Sarah's ©brother Jonathan provided law enforcement with
information on May 1llth concerning a student who told him that he
had a bomb in his vehicle and coffered to show it to him. His mother
advised that she did not know the cutcome of that situation.

hours, she got out of her class, which is an Introduction to Windows class, and went to the cafeteria, arriving at about 1112. She
said she was with Stephanie Larson at this time. Angela showed me on the diagram of the Columbine High School cafeteria the
table she and Stephanie Larson had selected. This table is “BBB” on the diagram, and is just south of the cafeteria serving line.
It is also approximately in the middle of the cafeteria from east to west. She described her backpack as a blue Jansport, with
netting on the front and papers inside with her name on them. Angela said she put this backpack on the ground next to the table
that she had selected and walked up to the serving line to get her food. She then went back to the table where she sat down and
she said she was facing in a northeasterly direction. Angela said that Stephanie Larson went to the bathroom, so Angela said
she got up from her table and went to table “CCC” where she talked to a friend of hers, Damielle Stover (unknown exact last
name), who was seated at that table facing in a northwesterly direction. Angela said she kneeled next to Danielle to taik to her
Angela said suddenly three students ran from outside of the cafeteria on the west side, through the door, next 1o the facuity lounge
and into to the cafeteria. She said they were velling ar everybody in the cafeteria to get under the tabies. Angela said she did not
get under her table because she did not know what was going on, but said she moved to the edge of her seat. Angela said two
to three teachers, one who was M. Sanders, ran through the cafeteria and told the students in the cafeteria to get down and under
the tables, and also told the students to stay away from the windows. Angela said some students got up to run and were told again
to get down. Angela said by this time, Stephanie Larson had returned to the table, and when they saw the students running
through the cafeteria, in an easterly direction, they got up and ran also. She said they ran to an area that she described as a storage
type area by a bathroom north of the stairway in the cafeteria that leads to the second level of Columbine High School. Angela
said while she was in the area of the cafeteria, she heard “two bombs” detonate from an unknown location. She said she did not
try to look to see where the explosions came from or what had occurred and kept going away from the cafeteriz area. Angela
said she stood with Stephanie Larson in the area described until a teacher, Mr. Andres, Sr., got the auditorium doors open and
then they went into the auditorium, in the area of the back stage. She estimated there was a hundred to a hundred and fifty people
in the auditorium. Angela said after being in the auditorium, for an unknown length of time, the students ran from the stage, up
the left side (while looking from the stage toward the seats) through the audience section of the auditorium, then exited the
auditorium into the main hallway. Angela said she heard gunshots that she described as sounding “muffied” possibly coming
from downstairs.

they exited Columbine High School by nmning out of the Counseling Office doors. She said these doors are not the main office
doors but are down a hallway from the lobby area, prior to the band area of the school. Angela said when she exited the school,
she ran into the teacher’s parking lot, then ran to a fence with other students, where they crawled over the fence and ran into
Clement Park. Once in Ciement Park, Angela said Stephanie Larson and she went toward the public library on West Bowles,
where they met with friends Kim Fox and a friend named Hillary. Angela said they then went to Hillary’s house where Angela

was able to contact her aunt.

1 showed Angela Urquhart the photographs of the duffle bag and the propane tank that were later recovered in the cafeteria of
Columbine High School. She said she did not see either item prior to or during this incident. She said she did not notice anyone
carrying items such as these, prior to or during the incident either. Angela said she does not know of anyone, nor has she heard

rumors of anyone, who may be manufacturing explosive devices and/or possessing firearms.

Angela Urquhart said that prior to this incident she did not know who Dylan Kiebold and Eric Harris were, and, in fact, did not
know these names. She said she did not know anything about the Trench Coat Mafia prior to this incident either. Angela said
she has seen a group of students, most, but not al}, wearing trench coats, gather under the stairway or in the hall near the stairs
of the cafeteria. She estimated she has seen ten students in this group and said she had seen females in this group aise. Angela
said one of the male students in this group, on a regular basis wore a skirt. She did know his name, however. She said another
male in this group was seen with his fingernails painted black. Angela said it was her understanding some of the females
associated with this group were into witchcraft. Angela said she did not see any students in this group at Columbine High School
on 04-20-99.

Angela Urquhart said on 04-20-99, she saw the “Thought of the Day” on the Rebel News Network (RNN). She said it read
“Today is not a good day to be here,” but did not take this as a threat and said she did not pay much attention to this message.
She told me that a student by the name of John Fleming was a producer of the daily quote “Thought of the day,” she believed
and may have been involved in the thought of day for 04-20-99. She said Fleming may have been in the video productions class
with Dylan Klelbold and/or Eric Harris, but she did not know for sure.

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[ asked Angeta what she had heai‘d about the events of (4-20-99 and she told me some of the things that she has heard. She said
two of her acquaintances, Alicia Encinias and Emily Killingsworth, told her that during the shooting, they heard Dyian Klebold
and Eric Harris talking to each other and they said one of the suspects said something to the effect of “Joe, [ got three of them,”
to the other suspect. Angela said these two witnesses may have been interviewed by law enforcement. Angela said she believes
there may have been more than two shooters involved on 04-20-99. Angela said that another friend of hers, Latisha Richards,
heard an unknown female say that she would have dated Dylan Klebold or Eric Harris “in 2 minute,” and also said that if she
would have been present at Columbine High School on 04-20-99, she would have finished the job. It is unknown who this female

is and it is unknown at this time if Latisha Richards has been interviewed by law enforcement.

Angela Urquhart said that she had Robyn Anderson in her third hour accounting class at Columbine High School. Angela said
Robyn Anderson and Robyn’s boyfriend at that time, Pat McDuffy, sat behind her in this class. Apparently, Robyn Anderson
and Pat McDuffy broke up and Angela said she could hear them arguing. She said Robyn Anderson would become very angry
with Pat McDuffy during these arguments. Angela said she would also hear Robyn Anderson and Pat McDuffy talk to each other
at times in German. Angela said she did not hear any conversations about Nazism, Hitler, etc., nor did she see any tattoos or

clothing insignias that may possibly indicate such beliefs by Robyn Anderson and/or Pat McDuffy.

Angela Urquhart said on Monday, 04-19-99, while in this accounting class, she could hear Robyn Anderson taiking about how
she had gone to the prom the past weekend with Dylan Klebold. Angela did not hear what Robyn Anderson said about going
to the prom with Dylan Klebold or any specifics other than Robyn and Dylan had gone together. Angela said on Tuesday, 04-20-

99, the day of the shooting, Robyn Anderson was not present in this accounting class and was absent.

Angeta Urquhart said while attending Chatfield High School on Wednesday, 05-19-99, she saw Brooks Brown with an unknown
fernale in the hallway. Angela said although that she has no specifics of the conversations from the students, she has heard at
various times, about Brooks Brown being involved with Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris. She believes, as does a large number

of students at Columbine High School that-vas fully involved with Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris in this incident.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: Angela Urquhart and her mother, Diana Urquhart told me that although Angela is doing
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fairly well coping with this incident, she said periodically Angela has nightmares about the incident. 1 gave both Angela and

Diana Urquhart my business card and asked them to call me if they wanted to talk to a J.C.S.0. Victim Advocate in the future,

and that [ would make the necessary arrangements for them. Angela also said that if she thinks of anything further in reference

to what she knows about this incident, or if she hears anything that may be important to this case, she will call me.

DISPOSITION: Remains open, pending further investigation.

INVESTIGATION:

On 04-29-99, at 1550 hours ! interviewed Timothy Vacca in the presence of his father at his home Timothy
stated he drove himseif to school the morning of 04-20-99 and parked in Clement Park. He arrived between 0705
and 0710 hours. He stated he saw nothing unusual outside the school or inside the school between classes.

Timothy did not know HARRIS or KLEBOLD, not even by sight. He also did not know anyone in their
group, the “trench coat mafia”. He stated he could tell who was in the group by the way they dressed and he
described it as dark, gothic style clothing.

He stated he came into the cafeteria from the stairs arriving at approximately 1105 hours. He stated he
was early and the cafeteria was just beginning to fill up. He stated he did not see anything unusual in the
cafeteria, stating that it's very typical for students to leave their backpacks near a table and go getinline Timothy
stated he left his backpack which he indicated on the attached diagram. Timothy circled table *"HH" as the one
he sat at with his friends which he listed on the diagram. He also showed where each one was sitting at the table.

Timothy stated it was approximately 1125 hours when the commotion began. He stated what caught his
attention was a group of four kids ran east through the cafeteria. He then saw Mr. Sanders run east through the

of the cafeteria and everyone got down as it appearsd like a wave spreading across the cafeteria He then heard
some pops and thought that it was a senior prank. He then saw smoke in the parking iot cut the west windows
of the cafeteria. He stated kids started to scream and he and others at the table decided to run

Timothy stated he heard gunfire as he ran up the stairs. He turned left or east at the top of the stairs ang
ran down the hall cut the south east corner of the building Timothy stated that the fire alarm went off just as he
was going out the door. He ran across the strest to the park on the east side of Pierce Street He stated he
continued to hear gunfire and bombs going off, Timothy stated he did not see the shooter Timothy added that
he did have a backpack however, he took this with him when he left the cafeteria,

Timothy was wearing Khaki shoerts, a gray athletic T-shirt under a green and blue plaid shirt.

Timothy added that some kids in the “trench coat mafia” group gather outside of the cafeteria. He stated
he described this area as immediately left as you come down the stairs into the cafeteria. He said he sees this

roup of people usually in between the first and second period of classes. He cannot remember if he saw them

that day.
